8. Government Order No: ED 113 S.E.S: 2015 Bangalore, dated 20th March 2005 should provide basic
infrastructure, recruitment of teachers and all other facilities for additional sections of Savari.

9. Teachers with prescribed and qualified qualifications should be recruited as per departmental rules. If
any teacher is recruited who does not have the prescribed qualification as per the rules, the said
teachers shall be immediately removed.
